LOW PAY COMMISSION VISIT TO LONDON & DAGENHAM
Two Low Pay Commissioners will take part in a fact-finding visit about the National Minimum Wage in London and Dagenham on Thursday 28 June.

Chairman Paul Myners and John Hannett will meet representatives from the hospitality and textiles sectors and an advisory body to hear at first hand the impact the National Minimum Wage is having on businesses and employees.
Low Pay Commission Chairman Paul Myners said: “We want to hear the views of all groups with an interest in the minimum wage. Listening to those directly affected by the minimum wage is a crucial part of the Commission’s work in making recommendations to the Government.  We welcome the opportunity to hear how it has affected people in London and Dagenham.”

The National Minimum Wage for those over 21 is £5.35 per hour. For those aged 18 to 21 or over 21 but in the first six months of a new job with a new employer and receiving accredited training, the rate is £4.45 per hour. The minimum wage for 16 and 17 year olds is £3.30 an hour.
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
